MOSCOW STATE TECHNICAL UNIVERSITY

NAMED AFTER N.E.BAUMAN


The Moscow Higher Technical School is one of the oldest and largest educational establishments in our country. It is well-known both in our country and abroad. Very many outstanding scientists studied and worked at the MHTS: among them Zhukovsky, Tupolev, Shukhov, Korolev, etc. The names of our famous cosmonauts and designers, the graduates of our school are very popular all over the world.


The MHTS was founded in 1830 on the basis of a trade school. In 1868 the school was officially reorganized into the Moscow Higher Technical School. Before the Great October Revolution the School had only two departments- Mechanical Technology and Chemical Technology. After the Revolution some more departments were established.


In 1930 the MHTS was divided into several separate educational establishments. In the same year the MHTS  was named after N.E.Bauman. 


Later on in 1989 it was reorganized into Moscow State Technical University named after N.E. Bauman.


Tuition at the MSTU is free of charge and practically all the students hold scholarship. The main feature of the MSTU is that its curriculum has always included both theoretical subjects and practical training. The course of study lasts five years and ten months. The teaching program is centered on four main aspects: lectures, seminars, laboratory work and industrial training. During the first year students study basic sciences:  mathematics, physics, chemistry, drawing, etc. 

During the second year they study general engineering subjects:  strength of materials, theoretical mechanics, theory of machines and mechanisms, etc.


In the third and fourth years the students concentrate on specialized subjects. The industrial training is carried out at plants and works of our country.


The final year is devoted to the diploma project. Having defended the diploma project, the graduate attains a diploma in engineering.


As a result of reorganization the structure of the University was changed. At present there are 15 educational faculties:


1. Mechanical Engineering Technologies,

2. Special Mechanical Engineering.


3. Robotics and Complex Automation.


4. Power engineering.


5. Information Theory and Control Systems.


6. Radio-Electronics and Laser Devices.
     7. Fundamental Science.

     8. Engineering Business and Management.


A number of humanitarian subjects were introduced into the program to widen the students' cultural level and outlook. To develop the creative abilities of students a number of research institutes and laboratories equipped with up-to-date facilities were also set up at the University.

     Today, the Bauman University counts nearly 18 thousand students and 4.5 thousand Professors and teachers. More than 750 postgraduates are doing the postgraduate course in 83 scientific specializations of the University.    

     In conclusion, it should be said that the graduates of the MSTU are considered to be highly-qualified and creatively-minded specialists who always justify the high reputation of "Baumanets".
